Civil Rights:  rights of personal liberty guaranteed to U.S. citizens by the 13th & 14th amendments to the Constitution and acts of Congress.
Commonality:  possession of feature(s) or attribute(s) that is similar.
Culture:  characteristics/features of everyday existence shared by a people in a place or time.
Desegregation:  to be free of any law or practice requiring isolation of members of a particular race in separate units.
Discrimination:  applying or favoring treatment to a particular group. 
Diversity:  the condition of being different from one another.
Ethnic:  relative to large groups of people classified according to common racial, national, tribal, religious, linguistic or cultural origin / background.
Injustice:  absence of justice; violation of the rights of others.
Integration:  to blend into a functioning or unified whole.
Native Americans:  aboriginal peoples of the western hemisphere (North America).
Oppression:  unjust or cruel exercise of authority.
Prejudice:  preconceived judgment or opinion.
Segregation:  to separate or set apart from others or from the general mass.
